. A PERFECT LINING SYSTEM

To our lot as twentieth century type founders has fallen the task of devising and
putting into practice a lining system which embodies the all-in-all of type founding per-
fection.

The average printer probably does not realize how many different conditions must
be constantly taken into account, and that only by everlasting vigilance can a lining sys-
tem as perfect as ours be successfully maintained.

Barnhart Bros. & Spindler were the first to use the iteration, Point-Line, Point-Set,
Point-Body, in connection with a lining system. What more appropriate words could
have been employed? Soon after the adoption of the Point-Body system, we inaugur-
ated a self-justifying system of cast type faces, which was introduced to the public as
Point-Set; naturally when we established our lining system we added to the iteration,
Point-Body and Point-Set, the word Point-Line. Let us consider carefully the integral
features of a perfect lining system:

POINT-LINE

Faces are cast upon the following three well known lines:

UNiFoRM-LINE:—The line upon which is cast all roman and old style body and book faces, leaders,
and the majority of job faces, is so devised that the proper relative proportion between ascending and de-
scending letters may be cast with a minimum of kerns. All Uniform-Line cast faces line with one another,
body for body, and all inter-body faces may be lined together by the use of point lead and slug justification.
Uniform-Line was so devised that in the majority of inter-body linings, the two-point lead or multiple of same
i could be employed. Uniform-Line permits the casting, entirely upon the body, of the same proportionate
length of descender in the larger bodies as in the smaller bodies.

: CAp-LINE:—The line upon which is cast all title, two-line, and other faces when no lower case accom-
b panies. Upon examination of the line chart on opposite page, it will be seen that the faces in the several
groups of bodies, viz: 36-point and smaller, 42 to 66-point inclusive, and 72 to 108-point inclusive, all line
with each other at the bottom without justification, and any face in any one group may be lined with any face
in any other group with the use of a two-point lead or multiple thereof.

_ TexTt-LiNE:—A line placed higher upon the body, permitting a variation in the proportion of the
E ascending and descending letters. All Scripts and Texts and such faces which are now in vogue with the
long descending letters, are cast upon the Text-Line. The Text-Line in each body is two points, or a mul-
tiple of two points, above the Uniform-Line, thus simplifying inter-linings between the Text and Uniform-
Line cast faces.

POINT-SET

Point-Set cast type, in connection with our system of Point-Set cast spaces, qua?s
and accurately cut leads, slugs, brass and copper thin spaces, all unite to form a simple
system of justification.

POINT-BODY

Under this head are to be classified the following component features:

FirsT:—The metal which should combine the following essential qualities: Lightness, Toughness,
Hardness and Durability. Superior Copper-Mixed combines the above features perfectly.

SECOND:—Accuracy as to body and height are items of very great importance. Since the introduction
of the Point-Line, Point-Set, Point-Body Lining System, we have redoubled our efforts to secure the highest
degree of accuracy by the inauguration of the most rigid system of inspection ever attempted by any type founder.

Tuirp:— Depth of counter— a detail in the cutting of type faces, so little taken into account by many
type founders. Our faces are cut the deepest, thus insuring the depth of counter so essential to the life of
type. Without deep cut counters, good stereotyping and electrotyping can not be expected. Deep counters
do away with the filling up of type on long press runs.

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GENERAL INFORMATION

HOW TO ORDER GOODS.

By observing the following rules in making up orders
customers will avoid annoyance and delay.

CRrEDIT.—If you have had no previous dealings with us
supply us with aeailable reterences, and then allow us
sufficient time to obtain from them information as to
your financial standing. If. being unknown to us, you
desire immediate shipment of goods, accompany your
order with a remittance covering the same, or enough
money to cover express charges both ways, when we will
send C. O. D.

TerMs.—Instead of asking our best terms on time, if
you will indicate amount of cash you can pay down
and the shortest time in which you can pay the balance,
business will be facilitated, and a conclusion arrived at
in much less time than if you write to learn the best we
can do. You best know your circumstances and re-
sources.

BE EXxpLICIT.—In ordering goods explicitness is es-
sential. Order every article by its name and number
as given in the specimen book, and we will have no difti-
culty in understanding just what yon want. “Send me
one font of 8-Point Modern Gothic.” is better than say-
ing “Send me a font of 8 point Gothic shown on page
278 of your Specimen Book.” In the first instance we
know at a glance just what you want; in the last we
must refer to the catalogue before booking the order.
Above all things never mutilate a specimen book, as it
necessitates looking up and locating every item. Refer
to some previous invoice, and obtain your “cue” from it.
A specimen bhook is expensive, and a’ mutilated one is
practically worthless. Take ongline of your paper for
each item ordered.

OPENING INVOICES.—Don’t allow your purchases to lie
around the office days before checking up your bill. In
justice to the type founder, goods should be checked
when opened, and if any omissions occur, prompt
notice should be given.

PROOFS OF JOB FONTS.—Always take a proof of each
job font before laying, to satisfy yourself if any sort is
missing, and also hold the proper person responsible if
letters are thrown in the wrong box—a thing often done,
and then the innocent type founder is unjustly berated.
1n making claims for shortages in such cases be sure to
accompany your letter with the proofs before men-
tioned.

SHIPMENTS.

Where shipping instructions are omitted, we will
exercise our own best judgment. Customers occasion-
ally order small articles, such as a single font, sent by
freight; shipments so made are likely to be lost in tran-
sit, and entail extraordinary expenses for drayage
charges, etc. When a shipment will weigh less than
twenty pounds we advise expressshipment. After goods
have been properly despatched, whether by mail, ex-

press or freight, the law holds that they are at the pur-
chaser’s risk. We cannot hold ourselves responsible for
any delay or miscarriage, unless the fault is ours, but
we will always aid the customer to recover.

SMALL PACKAGES BY EXPRESS.—The express compan-
ies allow on all small prepaid packages a special rate.
If the package weighs 15 ounces or less, it may be sent
for 15 cents; west of the Rocky Mountains the minimum
charge is 25 cents; if more than 15 ounces add one cent
per ounce. If you wiSh your package sent by express
prepaid remit the charges with the order.

GooDs BY MAIL.—If money is remitted for any article
to be sent by mail a sufficient sum should be enclosed, in
addition to cost of article, to pay postage. Purchasers
should remember that the post-office authorities give no
scripts for merchandise, consequently all shipments
sent this way are at purchaser’s risk.

‘WHY SHIPMENTS ARE DELAYED.—Every order received
by us is supposed to be filled without wnnecessary delay.
Many times the demand for type of certain styles is so
large that we are unable to keep itin stock. Sometimes
orders call for goods of outside manufacture, which we
must order.

When an order calls for Wood Type, a delay of six to
ten days in its filling is unavoidable, since these goods
are seldom carried in stock even by the manufacturers.
Sorts, in many cases, are cast to order and sometimes,
though rarely with us, are cause for a delay in a ship-
ment. TUnless we receive instructions to the contrary,
we usually hold an order until we can fill it complete.

MACHINE REPAIRS.

MACHINERY REPAIRS are not ordinarily carried in
stock, but for standard machinery we can easily procure
them without much delay. If you want repairs for a
machine of old pattern, or one not in gereral use, it is
always best to send us the broken part with the order
In all cases give the size, number and maker of press.

OLD METAL.

Old Type, (unmixed with other metals) electrotypes
stereotypes and brass, delivered at our foundry will be
taken at current prices in exchange for new type.

0Old type should be securely boxed and plainly directed |
to the founder, and shippers name placed on lower left
hand corner of the box. The shipper should promptly
notify the founder of shipment, and furnish net weight
of same. Old type, electrotypes, stereotypes and brass
should never be mixed together as a seperate value at-
taches to each. Always ship as “old metal,” and thus
save expensive freight charges.

Type melted and run together, zine plates, metal con-
taining zinc or type and other plates mixed with zinc
plates will not be taken at any price,

Plate matter and plate bases furnished printers by
Newspaper Unions will not be taken at any price.

ESTIMATE WEIGHT OF BODY TYPE

To ascertain the quantity of plain type required for a
newspaper or magazine, or any other work, find the
number of square inches and divide the same by four,
the quotient will be the approximate weight of matter;
but as it is impossible to set the cases entirely clear, it is
necessary to add 25 per cent. to large fonts and 33 per
cent, to small fonts, to allow for dead letter. The aver-
age weight of 12 inches of solid matter set in 13 ems pica
measure is 6% pounds; if leaded it will weigh about 53
pounds. A single column of six column folio, solid, will
welgh about 10% pounds, requiring about 13 pounds of
type, while the same length column leaded with 2 point
leads will contain but 7% pounds solid matter. requiring
about 10 pounds to set the same.

NUMBER OF EMS IN ONE POUND OF TYPE

Four square inches (two by two inches) solid type
weighs approximately one pound.

HE types of the fifteenth century were made without system. The dimensions of each body and
the peculiaritics of cach face were determined chicly by the manuscript copy which had been
selected as the model. No printer had any idca of the advantages to be derived from a series of
regularly graduated sizes, nor of the beauty of a scries of uniform faces, nor of the great cvils they
wonld imposc on themselves and their successors by the use of itregular bodies. Gutenberg’s larger
bodies were itregularly graduated and of Pointed Gothic face; his smaller bodics wete not separated at
Eroper distances, and were of Round Gothic facc. The unknown printer had four faces and four
odics of the size English. Caxton had two faces and two bodies cach of the sizes Paragon, Great-
Primer and English. The types of many printers at Paris and Venice show ittegulatitics of body which
seem inexplicable to the modetn printer.

A classification by scalc of the types of any printer of this period will show that there are often
wide gaps between the larget, and confusing proximities between the smaller bodies. The smallest sizes
which ['have met inany book of the fifteenth century are in the Decretals of Gregory, printed in black
and red by Andrew Torresani at Venice in 1498, in which book the text ts in Bourgeois and the sur-
rounding notes arc in Brevier. Nonpateil was first made by Garamond of Paris about the middle of the
sixteenth century. Diamond was made by Jannon of Sedanabout1625. Nothing smaller was attempted
until 1827, when Henry Didot, then 66 years old, cut a font on the French body of two and one-
half points—a body known to American printers as Brilliant, or Half-Nonpateil—about twenty-five
lines to the American inch. Asthesize ofevery body.is determined by the mould in which it is cast, it
would seem that there must have been a separate mould for every distinct body. (It has been suggested
that these distinct bodics wete founded in sand moulds; that a new pattern for the body was made every
time a new font was cast; and that the irregularities in body arc the resnlts of unintended or undetected
variations in the Eattcrn. But this hypothesis cannot be accepted. The small bodics, the sharp cdges,
close fitting-up and even lining of the types, arc peculiaritics which could not have been produced by asand
monld, nor byamould of any plastic material.) This inference is cncumbered with fatal objections. The
type-mould of hard metal is, and always has been, a very expensive tool, and it cannot be supposed that
any carly printer made two or four moulds for onc body when one mould would =———=—x=
have served. It is much more probable that he tried to make onc mould serve
for two or morc bodics. The inventor of the mould may have thought that
it should be constructed with adjustments, so that it should cast different bodics
as well as different widths of types. The practicability of a mould of this de-
scription s properly demonstrated by the old-fashioned adjustable mould for
1rrcgpln.t l}odles, or by the mould used for casting Icads, which can be so enlarged N
or diminished that 1t will cast many bodics or thicknesses. If we suppose b X
that this mould was used by Gutenberg for casting the two bodies of the Letters ”
of Indulgence, and by the unknown printer of the Netherlands for his four i
bodics of English, and that it was, of necessity, newly sct or adjusted cach time &
ancw font was cast, we shall at once have a precise explanation of irrcgular- \{
itics which are unaccountable under any other hypothesis. Casting types &2
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without the system, standards and gauges which modern type-founders
4| use, it is not surprising that the first printers made types with difference
of body. It was the impracticability of casting in this primitive
mould, at different times, types of uniform body, that compelled fater
type-founders to discard it, and to use instead 2 mould for each body.

The casting of the types, which was always done in the printing
office, was then adjudged a proper part of a printer’s trade. The carfier
chroniclers said the first types were made of lead and tin. The Cost
[ Book of the Ripoli Press specifies these metals, and obscurely men-
tions another which seems to have been one of the constituents of
type-metal. If this conjecture can be accepted, types were probably
made in the fifteenth centuryas they are now, of lead, tin and antimony.
Was this obscure metal antimony? The text books say that anti-
mony was, for the first time, set apart as a distinct metal 1n 1490, by
Basil Valentine, a monk of Erfurt. But Madden says that a book
supposed to have been printed at Cologne, before the year 1473,
plainly describes antimony as a metal frequently used and much abused by many monks of
the thirteenth century in their pharmaceutical preparations. Not one of the millions of types
founded during the fifteenth century has been preserved, nor is there in any old book an
engraving or a description of a type. This neglected information has been unwillingly furn-
ished by a careless pressman in the office of Conrad Winters, who printed at Cologne in 1476,
This pressman, or his mate, when inking a slackly justified form, permitted the inking ball to
pull out a thin-bodied type, which dropped sideways on the face of the form. The accident
was not noticed; the tympan closed upon the form, and the bed was drawn under the platen.
Down came the screw and platen, jamming the unfortunate type in the form, and embossing it
strongly in the fibres of the thick wet paper, in a manner which reveals to us the shape of
Winters” types more truthfully than it could have been done even by special engraving. The
height of thistype is a trifle less than one American inch. It agreesexactly with the old French
standard (of 1723) for height of type, which was ten and one-half geometric lines, or, by
modern French measure, 24 millimetres. The sloping shoulder, or the beard, as it was once
called, was made to prevent the blackening of the paper, for it would have been blackened if
the shoulder had been high and square. The sloping shoulder, which was in general use in
the first quarter of this century, wasdiscarded to meet the requirements of the new art of stere-
otyping. It was found that these sloping shoulders made projections in the plaster mould,
which imperiled the making of an accurate cast. The blackening of the sheer from square
shoulders was prevented by altering the mould and placing the shoulder lower on the body.
The circular mark, about one-tenth of an inch diameter, on the side of the type, was firmly
depressed in the metal, but did not perforate it.  As this type had no nick on the body, it 1s
apparent that the circular mark was cast there to guide the compositor. When the type was
put in the stick with the mark facing outward, the compositor knew, without looking at the
face, that it was rightly placed. There 15 no groove at the foot. Duverger says that the early
types had no jet or breaking-piece; that the superfluous metal was cut off, and the type made
of proper height by sawing. These details may seem trifling, but they are of important: they
show that, in the more important features, the types of the early printersclosely resembled ours.

There is a disagreement among bibliographers about the quantity of types ordinarily cast
for a font by the carly printers. Some, judging from appearances which show that one page
only was printed at an 1mpression, say that they cast types for two or three pages only; others
maintain that they must have had very large fonts. That the latter view is correct seems fully
established after a survey of the books known to have been printed by Zell, Koburger, Leeu,
and others. It would have been impossible to print these books in the short period in which
we know they were done, if the printer had not been provided with abundance of types. As
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the types were made in the printing office, by a quick method, from an alloy which
could be used repeatedly for the same purpose, the supply was rarely limited by con-
siderations of expense. Bernard believes that Gutenberg cast for the Bible of 42
‘lines at least 120,000 types, or enough for twosections, o forty pages. He supposes
that twenty pages were perfected, and ready for press or under press, while the suc-
ceeding twenty pages were in the compositor’s hands. This would be the method
adopted by the modern &rintcr, and 1t may have been the method of Gutenberg, but
it 1s probable that the difliculties connected with the new art compelled him to print
the book more slowly, and with imperfect system. But the printers who followed
him certainly used quick methods. The trades of compositor and pressman, and
possibly that of type-caster, were kept about as distinct then as they are now. There
were more comPositors than pressmen, and the compositors, says Madden, in the
heroic age of prmting, were not boys, but men of education and mntelligence. The
early printers who were taught the business that they might become masters had to
pay a premium for their education. Caxton said that he had “practysed & learned at
[hus] grete charge and dispense to ordeyne this said booke in prynte.” In the brief
time that they gave to the work, their education must have been more theoretical than
practical. As the branch of composition rcquired the largest number of workmen,
and more intelligence, and less manual labor than any other, it was usually selected
by the pupil for practice. Of type-casting and presswork he learned no more than
was sufficient to enable him to direct the labors of his future workmen. The knowl-
edge of the trade which the pupil coveted was the ability to practice it on his own
account, and this knowledge was, in most instances, satisfactorily acquired when he
got a theoretical knowledge of its secret processes.

The frequent specifications of the foremen in the carliest notices of printing
shows that the mould, with its accompanying matrices, was regarded as the key
to the knowledge and practice of the art. As the moulds were made by master
mechanics, not bound to secrecy, and as the earlicr compositors had some knowledge
of the process of type-casting, it was not difficult for a journcymen to become 2
master printer. When he had bought a type-mould and matrices, he could go to any
city and begin to print books. He could cast types and mix ink as he needed them; he
could buy paper and the constituents of type-metal in any large town: properly in-
structed, any joiner could make the press. Many of the early master printers practiced
their trade for a few years in one place, and a few years in another, i 7 :
roving about from town to town with a seeming indifference to [ i ,‘

change which secms unaccountable to the modern printer, who f
knows how expensive it 1s to move a printing office.  The rovin
habits of the masters will not scem so strange when it 1s known §
that the equipment of the carly office was simple, and that the ===
more expensive tools could be carried with little difficulty. This ==

Sl for a day’s experience would teach any
composttor that his case must have a larger box for
the letter e than for the letter x. In this, and in
many other early 1llustrations of type-setting, the
composttors are seated on stools. In [taly and in
Paris, women were employed as compositors.

The early stick was not like the neatly finished
iron tool of our time, with steel composing rule
and an adjustable screw and knee adapting it to any
measure. [t wasa real stick of wood, a home-made
strip of deal, with the side and end-piece tacked on.
For every measure, a new stick or retacking of the
movable piece was required. The date of the intro-
duction of the stick cannot be fixed, but 1t was used,
without alteration for many years, by the printers
of allcountries. Itispossible thatsome of the early
printers had nosticks. The peculiar workmanship
of the unknown printer and of Albert Pfister shows
that the types were taken direct from the case and
wedged 1n mortised blocks of wood which served

¥Z ROM my infancy I was passionately fond of reading, and all the money

that came into my hands was laid out in the purchasing of books. I was
very fond of voyages. My first acquisition was Bunyan's works in sepa-
rate little volumes; I afterwards sold them to enable me to buy Burton’s
Historical Collections. They were small chapmen’s books, and cheap;
forty volumes in all. My father's little library consisted chiefly of books
in polemic divinity, most of which I read. I have often regretted that,
at a time when I had such a thirst for knowledge, more proper books,
had pot fallen in my way, since it was resolved I should not be bred to
g divinity. There was among them Plutarch's Lives, which I read abun-
dantly, and I still think that time spent to great advantage. There was
also a book of Defoe's called An Essay.on Projects, and another of Dr. Mather’s called Ap
Essay to do Good, which perhaps gave me a turn of thinking, that had an influence on some
of the principal future events of my life. & This bookish inclination at length determined
my father to make me a printer, though he had already one son, James, of that profession.
In 1717 my brother James returned from England with a press and letters to set up his busi-
ness in Boston. Iliked it much better than that of my father, but still had a hankering
for the sea. To prevent the apprehended effect of such an inclination, my father was im-
patient to have me bound to my brother. Istoodout some time, but at last was pursuaded and
signed the indenture when I was yet but twelve years old. Iwas toservean apprenticeship
till I was twenty-one years of age, only I was to be allowed journeyman’s wages during the
last year. €In a little time I made a great progress in the business, and became a useful
hand to my brother. Inow had access to better books. An acquaintance with the apprentices
of booksellers enabled me sometimes to borrow a small one, which I was careful to return
soon, and clean. Often I sat up in my chamber reading the greatest part of the night, when
the book was borrowed in the evening and to be returned in the morning, lest it should be
missing. HAfter some timea h an i ible man, Mr, Matthew Adams,
who had a pretty collection of books—frequented our printing-office, took notice of me, and
invited me to see his library, and very kindly proposed to lend me such books as I chose to
read. 1 now took a strong inclination for poetry, and wrote some little pieces. My brother
supposing it might turn to account, encouraged me, and induced me to compose two occas-
ional ballads. One was called The Light-House Tragedy, and contained an account of the
shipwreck of Captain Worthilake with his two daughters; the other was a sailor song, on the
taking of the famous Teach, or Blackbeard, the pirate. They were wretched stuff, in street
ballad style; and when they were printed my brother sent me about the town to sell them.
The first sold prodigiously, the event being recent and having made a great noise. This
success flattered my vanity; but my father discouraged me by criticising my performances
and telling me verse-makers were generally beggars. Thus] escaped being a poet, and prob-
ably a very bad one; but,as prose writing has been of great use to me in the course of my life,

and was a principal means of my advancement, I shall tell you how in such
a situation I acquired what little ability I may be supposed to have in that
way. #®There was another bookish lad in the town, John Collins by name,
with whom I was intimately acquainted. We sometimes disputed, and very
fond we were of argument, and very desirous of confuting one another—which
disputatious turn, by the way, is apt to become a very bad habit, making
people often extremely disagreeable in company, by the contradiction that is
necessary to bring it into practice; and thence, besides souring and spoiling the
conversation, it is productive of disgusts, and perhaps enmities, with those who
may have occasion for friendship. 1 had caught this by reading my father’s
books of dispute on religion. Persons of good sense, I have since observed,
seldom fall into it, except lawyers, university men, and generally men of all
sorts who have been bred at Edinburgh. €A question was once, somehow
or other, started between Collins and me on the propriety of educating the
female sex in learning, and their abilities for study. He was of the opinion
that it was improper, and that they were naturally unequal to it. I took the
contrary side, perhaps a little for disputes sake. He was naturally more elo-
quent, having a greater plenty of words, and sometimes, as I thought, I was
vanquished more by his fluency than by the strength of his reasons. #As
we parted without settling the point, and were not to see one another again
for some time, I sat down to put my arguments in writing, which I copied
fair and sent to him. He answered and I replied. Three or four letters on
a side had passed, when my father happened to find my papers, and read
them. Without entering into the subject in dispute, he took occasion to talk
to me about my manner of writing; observed that though I had the ad-
vantage of my antagonist in correct spelling and pointing (which he attributed
to the printing-house), I fell far short in elegance of expression, method,
and in perspicuity, of which he convinced me by several instances. I saw
the justice of his remarks, and thence grew more attentive to my manner of
writing, and determined to endeavor to improve my style. & About this time
I met with an odd volume of the Spectator. I had never before seen any of
them. I bought it, read it over and over, and was much delighted withit. I
thought the writing excellent, and wished if possible to imitate it. With that
view I took some of the papers, and, making short hints of the sentiments in
each sentence, laid them by a few days, and then, without looking at the book,
tried to complete the papers again, by expressing each hinted sentiment at
length, and as fully as it had been expressed before, in any suitable words that
should occur to me. Then I compared my Spectator with the original, dis-
covered some of my faults, and corrected them. But I found I wanted a stock
of words, or a readiness in collecting and using them, which I thought I should
have acquired before that time if I had gone on making verses; since the
continual search for words of the same import, but of different length to suit
the measure or of different sound for the rhyme, would have laid me under
a constant necessity of searching for variety, and also have tended to fix that
variety in my mind, and make me master of it. Therefore I took some of the
tales in the Spectator and turned them into verse; and after a time, when I had
pretty well forgotten the prose, turned them back again. €I also sometimes
jumbled my collection of hints into confusion, and after some weeks endeavored
to reduce them into the best order before I began to form the full sentences

and complete the subject. This was to teach me method in
the arrangement of the thoughts. € By comparing my work
with the original, I discovered many faults, and corrected them;
but I sometimes had the pleasure to fancy that, in certain par-
ticulars of small consequence, I had been fortunate enough to
improve the method or the language, and this encouraged me
to think that I might in time come to be a tolerable English
writer, of which I was extremely ambitious. The time I alloted
for writing exercises, and for reading, was at night, or before
work began in the morning, or on Sundays, when I contrived
to be in the printinghouse, avoiding as much as I could the
constant attendance at public worship, which my father used
to exact of me when I was under his care, and which I still
continued to consider a duty, though I could not afford time
to practice it. ®When about sixteen years of age, I happened
to meet with a book, written by one Tyron, recommending a
vegetable diet. I determined to go into it. My brother, being
yet unmarried, did not keep house, but boarded himself and
his apprentices in another family. My refusal to eat flesh oc-
casioned an inconvenience, and I was frequently chid for my
singularity. I made myself acquainted with Tyron’s manner
of preparing some of his dishes, such as boiling potatoes or rice,
making hasty pudding and a few others, and then proposed to
my brother that, if he would give me weekly half the money
he paid for my board, I would board myself. He instantly
agreed to it, and I presently found that I could save half what
he paid me. #This was an additional fund for buying of
books; but I had another advantage in it. My brother and the
rest going from the printing-house to their meals, I remained
there alone, and despatching presently my light repast (which
was often no more than a slice of bread, a handful of raisins,
or a tart from the pastry-cook’s, and a glass of water), had the
rest of the time, till their return, for study; in which I made
the greater progress from that greater clearness of head and
quicker apprehension which generally attend temperance in
eating and drinking. ® Now it was that (being on some occa-
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BENJAMIN FRANKLIN

sion made ashamed of my ignorance in figures,
which I had twice failed learning when at school),
I took Cocker’s book on Arithmetic, and went
through the whole by myself with the greatest ease.
I also read Seller’s and Shermy’s books on Navi-
gation, which made me acquainted with the little
geometry they contain; but I never proceeded far
in that science. I read about this time Locke On
Human Understanding, and The Art of Thinking
by Messrs. de Port-Royal. €/While I was intent
on improving my language, I met with an English
grammar (I think it was Greenwood’s), having at
the end of it two little sketches on the Arts of
Rhetoric and Logic, the latter finishing with a dis-
pute in the Socratic method; and soon after I pro-
cured Xenophon’s Memorial Things of Socrates,
wherein there are many examples of the same
method. Iwas charmed with it,adopted it,dropped
my abrupt contradictions and positive argument-
ation, and put on the humble inquirer. And being
then from reading Shaftesbury and Collins made a
doubter, as I already was in many points of our
religious doctrines, I found this method the safest
for myself and very embarrassing to those against
whom I used it; therefore I took delight in it,
practised it continually, and grew very artful
and expert in drawing people even of superior
knowledge into concessions, the consequences of
which they did not foresee,entangling them in diffi-
culties out of which they could not extricate them-

selves, and so obtaining victories that
neither myself nor my cause always de-
served. €I continued this method some
few years but gradually left it, retaining
only the habit of expressing myself in
terms of modest diffidence, never using,
when I advance any thing that may pos-
sibly be disputed, the words certainly, un-
doubtedly, or any others that give the air
of positiveness to an opinion; but rather
say, I conceive, or apprehend a thing to
be so and so; It appears to me, or I should
not think it, so or so, for such and such
reasons; or, I imagine it to be so; or It is
so if I am not mistaken. ®This habit, I
believe, has been of great advantage to me
when I have had the occasion to inculcate
my opinions and persuade men into meas-
ures that I have been from time to time
engaged in promoting. And as the chief
ends of conversation are to inform or to
be informed, to please or to persuade, I
wish well-meaning and sensible men would
not lessen their power of doing good by a
positive assuming manner, that seldom
fails to disgust, tends to create opposition,

and to defeat most of the purposes for
which speech was given to us. In fact, if
you wish to instruct others, a positive
dogmatical manner in advancing your
sentiments may occasion opposition, and
prevent a candid attention. If you desire
instruction and improvement from others,
you should not at the same time express
yourself fixed in your present opinion.
Modest and sensible men do not love
disputation, will leave you undisturbed in
the possession of your errors. Inadopting
such a manner, you can seldom expect to
please your hearers, or obtain the concur-
rence you desire. § My brother had, in
1720, begun to print a newspaper. It was
the second that appeared in America, and
was called the New England Courant.
The only one before it was the Boston
News-Letter. I remember his being dis-
suaded by some of his friends from the
undertaking, as not likely to be a success,
one newspaper in their judgment being
enough for America. At this time, 1771,

there are not less than five-and-twenty.

He went on, however, with the under-
taking. I was employed to carry the
papers to the customers, after having
worked in composing the types and
printing off the sheets. €/He had some
ingenious men among his friends, who
amused themselves by writing little
pieces for this paper, which gained it
credit, and made it more in demand,and
these gentlemen very often visited us.
Hearing their conversations, and their
accounts of the approbation their papers
were received with I was excited to try
my hand among them. But, being still
a boy, and suspecting that my brother
would object to printing anything of
mine in his paper, if he knew it to be
mine, I contrived to disguise my hand,
and, writing an anonymous paper, I put
it at night under the door of the printing
house. €It was found in the morning,
and communicated, tohis writing friends
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
