Notes for AvaType

* This font was designed after the typewriter keys, and follows exactly the AvalaserT1A
keyboard layout, which should be used with the British keyboard

* Extra characters such as the print-style -, can be discovered with software such as the fine
shareware PopChar <www.macility.com> or (for Mac 0SX only) the freeware PickChar
<www.shawnware.de/pickchara.html>

* the [ fits both single- and double-circle characters, and those with etc [o (8 B [3 (¢

* Thereis a Windows TTF version as well, but it would be inconvenient to type extensively, as
many characters easily typed with the Mac's option key would be difficult to access on a
Windows keyboard. However, minor editing is possible, and cutting and pasting awkward
characters works as well. Key placement is very similar to the ICMyanmar family of fonts

* To use, simply place font (and .bmp, if there is one) file(s) in your font folder, or, in Mac
0SX, double-click the font and if you like it, choose 'Install'. On a Mac, do not put both
truetype and Type 1 versions of one font in the folder. I find the Type 1 has less screen
distortion on my computers. But Mac 0OSX users can use Windows truetype as well.
